• captioning and labels - used for

clarity and emphasis

• analogy - a comparison between

two unlike things that share some

characteristics

• irony - the difference between the

way things are and the way things

should be or the way things are

expected to be

• exaggeration - overstating or magnifying

a problem or a physical

feature or habit: big nose, bushy

eyebrows, large ears, baldness
